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Summer is definitely here, and with it, the start of new things all around the 

world in Christian World Missions.  While our ministries all around the world 

are continuing to grow, with ever-increasing fruit for the Kingdom, we are facing 

serious challenges. 

 

As you know, I was asked not to come to Nigeria this year because of 

kidnappings and murders in the region where we were to work.  The situation 

there is still critical, and so our leadership is considering a new, more subtle 

approach to church-planting in that area.  You may have read recently of the 

violent persecution against Christians in Kaduna state.  Please pray for our 

brothers and sisters in Nigeria to stand strong in the Lord. 

 

In India and in Starkville, we are facing critical financial need.  Please consider 

making a generous gift above and beyond your regular donations.  I am praying 

for 1000 people to make two extra or new gifts of $100 by year end.  This would 

greatly relieve the burden of all of our partners around the world, but in India and 

Starkville are facing the most immediate needs.   

 

Ghuna Kumar is struggling to meet monthly salary obligations and pay their 

electric bill (which also powers the pump for their water source), and we are 

nearing completion of building renovations and need to pay the sub-contractors.   

Pray that God would raise up an army of supporters for all of our partners.
