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PAKISTAN: Monsoonal rains have also had a great impact
in Pakistan. One of our primary outreaches is in the brick
kiln area, and all factory operations have been shut down
for the remainder of the
monsoon season. Many have
come to know the Lord and are
being baptized. However, families are literally starving to
death. For just $40, you can feed an entire family for a
month! Can you help us feed the poor?
